Beer drinkersbeware: 4 percent of U.S. hops
crop burns

YAKIMA, Washington (AP) -- Federd investigators were set
Tuesday to begin an investigation into afire that ruined about 4
percent of America®yield of hops, used as flavoring in the
brewing of beer and ale.

Thefire started shortly before noon Monday in a 40,000-square-
foot (3,600-square-meter) warehouse operated by S.S. Steiner
Inc., one of the four largest hop buyersin the Y akimaValley of
central Washington. By mid-afternoon flames engulfed most of
the building, sending up plumes of smoke and a pungent aroma.

Municipal fire crews, aided by regiona firefighters, ripped away
metal siding to shoot water directly onto the hops.

Based on an industry officia®estimate of the quantity of hopsin
the warehouse, the loss could amount to $3.5 million to $4
million. The impact on brewers and beer prices was unclear early
Tuesday.

Company President Paul Signorotti would not comment.

The United States produces 24 percent of the world®hops, and
about three-fourths of the U.S. crop comes from the Y akima
Valley. Hops were a$77 million crop in Washington state in
2004. More than 40 families grow hopsin the valley, which is
dotted with orchards, vineyards and farms.

Fires have long been an expensive danger at hop warehouses,
largely because of the potential for spontaneous combustion from
heat buildup in bales of resin-loaded varieties.
