 Our club is "dedicated to the education and enjoyment of 
fermented malt beverages".  This doesn't mean we are just a 
beer drinking club.  Sure, that is a great part, but discussion 
and education about beer is part of who we are, and some-
times that requires some patience and flexibility.  Often 
when we have guest speakers or structured discussion, the 
speaker will introduce the beer.   Featured beers are not 
meant to be served and drunk right away.    Also, featured 
beers are meant to be tasted and discussed at meetings; left-
overs are not free to take home.  Excess beer is kept and 
used at later meetings or as part of raffle prizes at future 
Beer Barons functions.
